Attendance Policy Clarifications for

Extracurricular Participation 

2011-2012 University High School Student Handbook, page 66:
“A student may not attend after school practices or contests unless he/she attends the last three classes of their own schedule or unless prior arranged absence has been approved with an administrator.”

· Free periods do not count as one of the last three classes on a student’s schedule. A student who is free at 12:00 would have to attend his/her 11:00, 1:00, and 2:00 classes to be able to participate in practices or competitions that day.

· A student must be in attendance in his/her last three classes on Friday to be able to participate in practices or competitions on Saturday unless his/her absence on Friday has been pre-approved by an administrator.

· Excused and approved are not the same. An absence may be excused by a parent with the Main Office staff, but the absence is not approved unless the parent or student talks to an administrator prior to the absence.
· A student must go through the proper channels with the Main Office staff for their absence. A parent must report the absence to the Main Office, the student must check out before leaving school and check in when arriving to school in the Main Office. An administrator must be contacted to approve the absence if it occurs during the last three classes of the student’s schedule.

· Students who are not in compliance with this attendance policy will not be allowed to participate in practices or competitions.
