Intro Music

Narrator:

Welcome to Arthurian Legend! I’m Chantaivia Knight, and today well bring the legend of Arthur from Sir Thomas Malory’s Le Morte d’Arthur into the Twenty-first Century.” But first, let’s recap the episode before this one. When King Arthur, Ban, and Bors all were hosting a big battle and they sent the winner of the battle off with a token of the king’s to the forest of Bedegraine. Now, in today’s episode, Book O ne, Chapter Twelve, we finally get to the forest of Bedegraine and Merlin tells them that there are eleven other Knights planning to kill King Arthur. At that point,  they went back to get more men to match the eleven Knights’ men.

Narrator:
“Our story begins right after King Arthur goes back to get more men to take on those led by the eleven kings. Now camped in the Forest of Bedegraine, they start heading out as King Bors gets there.”
King Bors:
“We are here now, finally.”
Narrator:
Meanwhile, inside the castle of Bedegraine there were eleven Kings planning to take out King Arthur. They included the six kings of Carlion and the other five kings. In the safety of the castle hall, the eleven Kings plotted and talked strategy. And as they talked, their troops began to gather.
Narrator:
Before getting all their troops together,  they made an oath that they should not quit till they have destroyed Arthur.
All the Kings:
(Loud and hyped) “We shall fight till we finish King Arthur off.” 
Group: 
“Yeah”

Narrator:
 Now each King starts to say what they can bring to the battle, to help kill King Arthur, starting with the Duke of Cambenet.

Duke of Cambenet:
“I will bring with me five thousand men of arms all ready on horseback.” 

King Brandegoris:
“Well said, Cambenet! For my part, I, King Brandegoris, promise three thousand men of arms, also on horseback.” 
Sound effects: agreement
Narrator:
Now on to King of Northumberland, saying what he would bring.

King of Northumberland:
“I will match that number! What about you, young King of the Hundred Knights? What will you bring?”

King of Hundred Knights:
“I will bring four thousand men on horseback.”
King Lot:
“I, King Lot, swear to bring five thousand men on horseback.” “What will you bring King Urience?”

King Urience:
“I will bring six thousand men of arms on horseback.”
King Idres of Cornwall:
“I, King Idres of Cornwall, will bring five thousand men on horseback.”
King Cradelmas:
“In that case, I, King Cradelmas, will bring five thousand men on horseback.” “What will you bring King Agwisance?”
King Agwisance:
“I will add five thousand men of arms on horseback.”
King Nentres:
“Well I, King Nentres will also pledge five thousand men of arms on horseback.” “Last but not least, what will you bring to help us out? King Carados?”
King Carados:
“I will bring yet another five thousand men of arms on horseback. That makes our force of Knights really strong!
All Kings:
“YEA! Hear, hear! That’s a goodly army to kill King Arthur.”

Narrator:
Now that they have all their men ready to go they mounted their horse and left the castle to go attack King Arthur and his men. So King Cradelmas gives directions to the men.
King Cradelmas:
We will take most of our men with us, but we have to leave some of you behind to guard the castle and keep an eye on everyone. 
Narrator:
So the men ride off, mostly on horseback but some on foot.   Others stay behind; as they go off to find King Arthur.
 Sound effects: Men riding off on horses.
