Narrator:
“Our story begins when Sir Ulfius, a knight under King Arthur, has become convinced that Igraine, Arthur’s mother, intentionally begat Arthur out of wedlock, and is therefore a traitor. Ulfius approaches Arthur with this concern.”

Ulfius:
“Arthur, Igraine is a traitor. She is bringing much despair to your kingdom.” 

Arthur:
“Ulfius, you must be careful what you say. You speak with heavy words.” 

Ulfius:
“King Arthur, I know what I say and I know that Igraine is a traitor!” 

Arthur:
“Ulfius, let Igranie speak.” 

Igraine:
“Arthur my son, I am not to blame, for on the night that my husband, the Duke of Cornwall, died, Merlin sent King Uther Pendragon dressed as my husband. I thought that he was my husband and on that night I conceived a child. If anyone is to blame, it is Merlin, not I.”

Arthur:
“Merlin, does Igranie speak the truth?”

Merlin:
(confessedly) “Yes, Arthur, and Sir Ector can tell you my story is true.” 

Ector:
“Merlin only tells the truth.”

Arthur:
“Then come, mother, and let us embrace, for we are one.” 

Narrator:
“While Arthur and Igraine embrace in joy, a squire comes riding into Arthur’s kingdom with news that his master, Sir Miles, has been killed by another knight.”

(sound: horse galloping)

Griflet:
“King Arthur, my master has been killed by another knight. I seek revenge for this murderous act.” 

Arthur:
“What is your name, squire?”

Griflet:
“I am Griflet. My master was Sir Miles.”

Arthur:
“Do you ask me to fight your battle for you?”

Griflet:
“No, only that you knight me, so that I myself might fight.”

Arthur:
“You speak bravely. I must seek the counsel of my knights.” 

Narrator:
“Arthur calls upon the advice of his knights.”

Arthur:
“Shall I knight this squire?”

Knight 1:
“Arthur, if this fool wants to be knighted, then I say knight him and rid our world of this foolishness.”

Knight 2:
“Yes, let him continue with his affairs.”

Arthur:
“In that case, I shall knight him.”

Narrator:
“Arthur turns to Griflet, sword in hand. Griflet bows down on one knee.”

(sound: metal gently clanking)

Arthur:
“By the power vested in me, I knight thee Sir Griflet.” 

(sound: horse galloping)

Narrator:
“The newly knighted Griflet rides off to pursue his vengeance.”
