Arthur:

“I must do something about this. I will send for all of the children born on May-day in order to protect my life.”

“So, King Arthur requested that Merlin would send for all the children born on the first of May.”

Knight 1:

“Hello!?”

(sound: door opening)

Mother:

“What is it good knight?”

Knight:

“King Arthur has demanded all the children born on the first of May. You must give over your child.”

Mother:

“No, never!”
Knight:

“I’m sorry.”

(sound: baby crying)

Narrator:
“After Arthur called for all of the children born on May-day, he decided to put all the children on a boat that was set to be destroyed. None of the children survived, except one…”

(sound: crash)

(sound: waves on shore)

(sound: baby crying)

Fisherman:

“What is this? A young child, on the shores of my castle? Wife, come here and see!”
(sound: baby)

Wife: 
“For what it is?”

Fisherman:

“A baby boy has washed up on to our shores.”

Wife:

“Well what are we to do?”

Fisherman:

“We shall raise him to be a great man of our household.”

Wife:

“I am not sure. We cannot just keep this child because he arrived on our shores.”

Fisherman:

“But we must. This boy needs a father and mother, which is what we shall be.”

Wife:

“But what shall his name be?”

Fisherman:

“It shall be Mordred.”

Narrator:

“And so the Fisherman and his wife decided to keep the baby boy. The kind fisherman that found Mordred raised him until he was fourteen- years-old. The Fisherman brought Mordred with him to the courts around the time of King Arthur’s death, and the people were not happy…”
