Book 2 Chapter 16 Script:

Intro Music:

Narrator: Welcome to the ArArthurian Legend of LeMorte d’Arthur by: Sir Thomas Mallory.  I am your host Joe Waropay and I will be taking you through the adventures of chapter 16 of book 2.  In this chapter Balin is sent away from the country for killing king pellam along his journey he helps a needy knight.  Playing our characters today are Max Chambers as Merlin, Alex Auer as Balin and Zach Alvis as the Knight.

Narrator: In chapter 15 we left off with Balin and King Pellam in a fierce fight throughout the chambers of the castle, Balin stabs King Pellam with a spear.  The castle falls with the King and they are trapped under the wreckage for 8 days.
 
Narrator:  Merlin comes to recover Balin from the wreckage of the fallen castle.  Merlin brings with him a horse for Balin, for his has died in the fall of the castle.
 
Merlin:  Balin, I bring you a horse. Now ride out of the country this instant.  
 
Balin:  I want my lady with me!
 
Merlin:  Oh lord, Balin, she is dead and King Pellam lies in pain as well, it will be many years tell he will gain power Balin not until Galahad the haut prince will heal him in his quest of the Sangreal, for in that place was part of the blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, that Joseph of Arimathea brought into this land, and there King Pellam will lie in that rich bed
 
Narrator:  Balin departs from Merlin but before he goes he says….
 
Balin: In this world we will never meet again!
 
Galloping Horse sound*
 
Narrator:  So he rode forth through the fair countries and cities, and found the people in fear or dead, any of the people alive cried out to the knight.
 
Towns People: “Balin, you’ve caused great throughout the countries”, “why did you kill King Pellam”. The countries are destroyed, faith will end your life Balin!
 
Narrator: Once Balin was through the country he was full of happiness and joy from what he had done.
 
Narrator: So he rode eight days before he met with adventure. And at the last he came into a fair forest in a valley.
 
Forest sounds*
 
Narrator: and a tower, and there beside it was a great horse of war, tied to a tree, a fair knight sat on the ground and appeared to be morning, Balin sized him up and judged him an able and well-built knight.
 
Balin:  God save you, why are you so sad?  Tell me what troubles you knight…maybe I can help; I will try my best.  Sir Knight! You are making me worry, your grief and sadness is taking away from my joy and making me upset.
 
Narrator:  Balin went and looked at the Knights horse.  As he was doing so he herd the voice of the knight sitting under the tree.
 
KNIGHT:  my princess! why have you broken your promise, you said you would meet me under this tree and you are hours late! I don’t know what to do with myself…my heart is broken…I..I..I curse you my princess and with this sword (pulling sword soun*) I will end my life.
 
Narrator:  The knight pulled out his sword.  Balin then grabs his hand 
 
KNIGHT:  Let go my hand, or else I will have to kill you!
 
Balin:  There is no need good knight, all I want to do is help you…you have my promise, why don’t we go look for your lady before you get to carried away with yourself.  I will ride off to find her...just tell me where her castle is.
 
KNIGHT:  What is your name?
 
Balin: My name is Balin le Savage.
 
KNIGHT:  Ah, sir, I know your name very well…you are the Knight with the Two Swords.
 
Balin:  What id your name?
 
KNIGHT:  My name is Garnish of the Mount, I was bron poor but through ny hard work and desire I was named a knight by Duke Hermel, His daughter is the one I love!
 
Balin:  How far is the castle from here?
 
KNIGHT:  about six miles
 
Balin and KNIGHT:  (galloping sounds*) LET US RIDE!
 
Narrator:  So they rode as fast as they could in the castles direction and before they could imagine it within site they could see the high walls and ditches dug around the castle. 
 
Balin:  I will go look in the castle to see if your lady is still here Sir Knight.
 
Narrator:  So Balin went in and searched from chamber to chamber, and found her bed, but she was not there.
