(Upset) So you are the one to blame for not saving this young girls life?

King Pellinore:


My Lady, I am very much to blame for the death of this young girl. It shall be my sin till my death.

Merlin enters the conversation

Merlin:


You should repent because this young girl was your daughter, and the knight beside her was her love and they were soon to be married. His name was Sir Miles of the Lauds..(Pause) Another knight came up behind Sir Miles and slew him with a spear. This knight was known by the name of Loraine Le Savage.
