Narrator:

Narrator:

“Our story begins right after…

Damosel: 
“Sir, look over there, that’s the knight I was telling you about, who taunts all ladies and old women. The minimum to him is to rob them; take whatever he may from them.”
Sir Launcelot: 
“What! No...No...No...He is a knight, this is unorthodox, a knight but a thief also and an offender to women?”
Damosel: 
“But yes, because he is a knight all the men run off against the ways of his power, he can’t be stopped…not by the town.”
Sir Lancelot: 
“He has brought shame onto the order of knighthood, and on his oath; he’s living in self pity.  Damosel ride ahead, I must stay here, for my knights. But if that knight causes you trouble, I will rescue you and show him how a real knight acts.”
Narrator: 
“The damosel rode on passing the woods, but within a mile ride, the knight finds her clears out of the forest with his page and taunts the maid. He takes her off her horse, and then taunts her till she’s crying. Overhearing the cries Sir Launcelot leaps on his horse and takes off in that direction.”
Sir Launcelot: 
“Stop where you stand, you aren’t a knight you’ve dragged down your knighthood far long ago. You are a traitor to us, how did you become to distress these women?” 

Narrator: 
“The knight in no thought to answer instead pulls his sword. Charges Sir Launcelot, but as he is always in battle, Sir Launcelot throws down his spear, pulling his sword as well. The knight rides up about to strike but Sir Launcelot is just too fast; striking the knight in the head shook his helmet down causing his head and head to crunch down and breaks his throat.”
Sir Launcelot: 
“You have gotten what you deserved, you ignorant scum.”
Damosel: 
“Right you are Thank you with my life Sir. You have saved me and I cherish you for your great doings.  His name was Sir Peris de Forest Savage.”
Sir Launcelot:

Damosel:

Narrator:

Villain: 
“Why do you ride without your license?”
Sir Launcelot:

Narrator: 
“Skipping the knight’s question, the villain stresses and pulls out a large club filled of iron, lifts it over his head and strikes down at the knight. The knight quickly draws his sword in defense.
