Intro Music

Narrator:

Welcome to Arthurian Legend! I’m Andy McNeely, and today we’ll be bringing The Adventures of Sir Launcelot from Sir Thomas Malory’s Le Morte d’Arthur into the twenty-first century. In this chapter, Sir Launcelot, various Kings and knights, Sir Mador, Sir Mordred, Sir Gahalantine, King of Northgalis, King of Bagdemagus, Sir Turquine, King Arthur, Gaheris, and Gawaine will be brought to life by Jack McCaw, Amanda Rehtmeyer, and Cory Olsen.

Today’s adventure will cover Chapter seven of Le Morte d’Arthur: ‘How Sir launcelot fights numerous knights and kings to win over King Bagdemagus’.

Come upon me and try to slice my body open!

We shall,
Powerful Knight

I will take and spear you
Narrator:

The knights surrounded Sir Launcelot.  With one mighty swing of the sword, Sir Launcelot breaks the back of four of the mighty knights.  The fifth did not go away unhurt though; a broken thigh made him fall to the ground like a sack of potatoes.  (Horses charging)
Sir Launcelot then turned to see three of king Arthur’s knights charging at him.
Sir Mador de la Porte

Yonder there is a shrewd guest, I tell you take him out.

Sir Launcelot

Try as you may, I will prove to thee I am a great warrior.

Narrator:

Sir Launcelot then charged upon him, horse and all!  As they hit, Launcelot fell to the ground.
Sir Mador

Now you make me joust, I shall prevail.
 Narrator:

Sir Mador charged and, as he did, he struck (man screaming) Sir Launcelot, making him fall off his horse.  He got up with a large spear, heading toward Sir Mador.  Sir Launcelot swung and struck Mador so hard he broke the back of his saddle(ripping cloth).  Sir Mador flew over his horse’s tail, (Thud) landing on his head and snapping his neck in two.(crunch)

Ouch! Ohhhhhhh
Launcelot 

Any one else want to be hurt and lay broken like the last?
Narrator 

Sir Gahalantine snuck up on Launcelot with a great spear, charging with all the strength he and his horse had.  Sir Launcelot joust with all his might and appeared that he would take the blow.  But to the illusion of everyone Sir Gahalantine came out with a broken bloody nose and blood streaming out of his ears and mouth.  With this his head hung low and his horse trotted away in shame.
Sir Launcelot 
My great spear broke but sixteen knights.  Different blows to each, yet each with the same fate.  I shall pick up this great spear; I shall bare down till it breaks.  Then I will pick up another and another till everyone is defeated.
Narrator

With that spear, he cut down twelve knights most of them not to move afterwards.
King of Northgalis

(read sorrowful)I have seen enough and lost enough to see that your are a great warrior.
King Bagdemagus
(Read cheerful) Come with me to my castle, and we shall have a great feast and gifts.
Sir Launcelot 

(Read cheerful) Thank you for these gifts, they ensure that if there is another need for me, I shall be there.
King Bagdemagus’ Daugter

If you need or want anything from me, you should just let me know.  If I hear the wish, I shall try to grant it.
Narrator

Sir Launcelot rode back to the forest and highway to head off, when he meets Fair damosel.
Sir Launcelot 

(read fast) Do you know where a hearty knight can find a wild adventure?
Damosel

They are too much for you.
Sir Launcelot 

Why am I not up to these adventures?
Damosel

Well you seem to be a good knight, and if you wish to meet a good knight you will come with me.  I will show you where the best knight is.  He can swing a sword like a tooth pick and float like a feather under his shiny light armor.
Sir Launcelot

I shall tell you my name, Sir Launcelot du Lake.
Damosel

ohhh my, a good knight you are, but Sir Turquine is a great knight.  As I understand he is in Arthur’s courts’ prison.  He has defeated three score and four knights.  Please go and defeat him he is a false knight to me and the other damosel’s.  
Sir Launcelot 

(read with deep voice) I shall bring you his head.  For there shall be no false knights in this land.
Damosel 

Here is the ford and tree where hung the basin.
Narrator 

So Launcelot let his horse drink (water slurping) and then (wood knocking) beat on the basin with the but of his sword until the bottom fell out.  Then hopped back on his horse and set for the castle which took him another half an hour.  As Launacelot glared at the landscape and appeared a great knight armed on a horse, headed straight for him.

Now Fair damosel I see a knight headed for me that I know, Sir Gaheris.  Gawaine’s brother, a knight of the Table Round.  By the leave of God I promise you I will rescue that knight.  I shall go and give shame to the knights of the Round Table.
Damosel 

ohhh be careful and come back to me for I shall wait for you!
(Horse trotting off)
