Narrator:

Maiden:

Narrator:

(Went off and asked the knights) “Knights, how did La Cote Male Taile escape from your castle?”

Knights: 


(Cursing La Cote Male Taile) “He is not a man for he is something else. He has killed twelve of our best knights and we believe unto this day that it would have been to much for Sir  Launcelot de Lake or sir Tristram de Liones.                                       . Even though there are so many of us, he fled through us and escaped.”

Narrator:


“With the answer the messenger left the knights,  and returned to the Maiden.  He told her how everything La Cote Male Taile said about his adventure was true. She then bowed her head and was silent.”

Sir Mordred:


“For crying out loud, you should be ashamed for blaming him. I'm telling you he is a good knight. I believe he will become a noble knight, for he may not be good at riding his horse yet but that is something that comes with practice. When it comes to fighting with his sword he is a great fighter. You saw that with Sir Bleoeris and Sir Palomides who are great swordsmen, they saw that he was young and on horseback so they knew they could knock him off of his horse.
