The ALEKS Program at University High School

Each spring, incoming freshmen are given an algebra assessment to assist in their placement into an appropriate math course.  A follow-up is given to all geometry students at the beginning of the second semester.  These assessments are created and scored using the ALEKS program (www.aleks.com).  

ALEKS is a web-based, artificially intelligent assessment and learning system. ALEKS uses adaptive questioning to quickly and accurately determine what a student knows and doesn't know in a course.  ALEKS courses are very complete in their topic coverage and do not use multiple choice questions to assess a student’s understanding of a particular concept.  Their course products are currently being used by hundreds of thousands of students annually in over 50 courses ranging from Grade 3 Mathematics to Precalculus at thousands of K-12 schools and higher education institutions, including the University of Illinois.

On these assessments, students earn a score that roughly reflects the percentage of topics that the student has “mastered” from the 250+ topics covered in a typical algebra course.  Historically, our best students score in the mid 70’s and our average scores are in the upper 30’s.

The U-High Math Department reviews the results of the assessment and then works with the Counseling Department to determine the process that will be used to place students into the appropriate math course for their freshmen and sophomore years.  

Incoming freshmen generally enroll in one of two geometry courses, either Accelerated Geometry or Freshman Geometry.  Placement is based on a combination of the score you earn on the ALEKS Assessment, your 8th grade mathematics course, and your performance/grade in your 8th grade mathematics course.

If you decide that you need additional assistance in Algebra prior to the next school year, subscriptions to the ALEKS program may be purchased through University High School - 3 months for $25 or 12 months for $40. If you select the 3-month option, then you will probably only have time to work on Algebra I content,  If you choose the 12-month option, then we have the opportunity to move you into another course (Geometry, Advanced Algebra, etc) once you have completed your algebra review.
