Course Overview: Electricity and Electronics is a course designed to introduce students to the basic fundamentals of electricity and the electronics world in which we live, work and play.  Emphasis will be placed on the areas of electrical safety, electrical theory, basic electronics, basic components, circuits, and applications.  Students will also be introduced to how a computer works and will have the opportunity to actually build a computer while in this class.

Objectives of the course:

Throughout the course, students will:

· Learn the importance of electricity and electronics in the world.

· Be able to use all electrical testing equipment safely and properly.

· Learn about the importance of electronics through the development of several small electronic projects and/or robotics.

· Develop an understanding of electronics through various activities.

· Strengthen math skills in applied physics problems.

· Learn about computer development and architecture through hands-on activities.

Class Expectations:
· Arrive on time!  You are tardy if you are not in the room when the bell rings.  If you come to class late you must have a pass.  The procedures outlined in the student handbook for tardies will be followed along with the rest of the rules in the handbook.
